Yesterday the teachers talked with the children about Stranger Danger 
particularly what they might do if approached by a stranger on their way 
to and from school or if playing near the fence at school.   
We talked with the children after being contacted by the Police about the 
incident at Malvern Primary School.  (Today the police contacted me 
again to say that it was a false alarm.)  
 
While this has turned out to be a false alarm it reminds us to have the 
chat with our children and to talk about a plan of action that the child 
could use if approached.  So as part of the school’s action plan, we will  
 Have Senior Constable Mark James come and talk with the children 

at assembly on Monday 
 A representative of the Safe House program will talk with School 

Council about the program and the possibility of setting up Safe 
Houses.  (There was a Safe House program in the area about 12 
years ago but it was closed down due to the need for volunteer 
Safe Houses.) 

 
We also ask that as parents you have the conversation with your chil-
dren.  While we don’t want to scare them we want them to be prepared.  
 
Too often we underestimate the power of a touch, a smile, a kind word, a listen-

ing ear, an honest compliment, or the smallest act of caring, all of which have 

the potential to turn a life around.
