5 minutes per day is  

25 minutes per week 

17 hours per year 

221 hours per school life      

Doesnõt sound much but then there are the other impacts.   

 
Good punctuality is essential for all students if they are to achieve their full potential aca-
demically and develop employment and life skills. Lateness has a negative impact on the 
student, his or her classmates and staff. Students arriving late to class often miss impor-
tant learning opportunities as well as messages and information. Students who arrive late 
to lessons are likely to miss the teacherôs introduction when the aims of the lesson and 
learning objectives are explained and task instructions given. This hinders the studentôs 
understanding of the lesson and affects progress. In all  cases, a student arriving late inter-
rupts the lesson, disrupting teaching and learning for all.  
 
We therefore aim to make studentsô punctuality a high profile issue amongst staff, parents 
and students of the school.  This will be linked to Malvern Valley Way through the students 
seeing it as part of  taking personal responsibility. Check out the Parenting article on page 
4 to see a brochure put together by another school on how you can  help your child or chil-
dren be on time.   
 
From Monday 17th August the following will be implemented  if students are late for class 
at the start of the day, recess time or lunchtime. 
If a student is late  they will give up the following amount of time at lunchtime.   

1st time lateð2 minutes  
2nd time lateð4 minutes 
3rd time lateï 8 minutes 
4th time lateï 16 minutes 
5th time late-32 minutes    

This week all teachers are discussing this with their class and giving them warning prior to 
implementing it next week.  We are hoping that most students will pick up responsibility for 
themselves quickly and that we will only have occasional students giving up time.

Parenting article:   

 How to disadvantage Your child! 
Allow them to arrive late or miss days at school! 

 

Minimum Absence equals   Maximum Learning Opportunity equals 

Maximum       Students 
Learning       Achieving their 
Opportunity      Potential at School 

 
Some absences are impossible to avoid.  Genuine illness, bereavement, etc are  examples of the acceptable reasons for a  
child being absent. However, every time  a child is late for school or absent from  school the childôs learning progress is  
disrupted. Most teaching is sequential ï what is taught and learned today is a foundation which enables the children to un-
derstand and master what is taught tomorrow. It is usually harder for a child to catch up on work missed, than to master it 
when it is being taught in class. 
 
To avoid disadvantaging your student parents should minimise absences by: 
¶ Arranging doctor and dentist appointments our of school hours 
¶ Develop in you child the habit of being on time to school each day by making sure they get there on time  ï no ex-

cuses 
¶ Ensuring that personal shopping trips for you child occur out of school hours 
¶ Not allowing children to remain at home for minor / frivolous reasons 
¶ Arrange for birthday celebrations, etc. to occur out of school hours

Ǐ I have high but realistic expectations of my child. I affirm them as 
they achieve their goals 
Ǐ If my child does not like school I try and find out why and work 
with the grade teacher/s, student Welfare Counsellor or Level 
Coordinator to make school an enjoyable social and learning experi-
ence for them
