Bowen Street services

Will there be any disruption to the services?

> The existing services at Bowen Street will continue to
operate until the new Centre is ready to be occupied.

What's happening to Bowen Street?

> Council is currently investigating options for the
future use of the Bowen Street site.

Plans of the new Centre are available for
viewing on the website or in the foyers
of the Bowen Street services.
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What is it?

> The new Phoenix Park Children’s Centre will combine
services used by families with young children including
maternal and child health, kindergarten, childcare,
playgroup and support services into one community hub.

> The integrated services will provide a one-stop-shop
for families. Phoenix Park is also home to a library,
children’s playground and community centre and is
located next to a primary school.

> The Phoenix Park Children’s Centre will house all of
the children and family services currently operating at
Bowen Street, Malvern East, including May Armstrong
Child Care Centre, Fenwick Kindergarten, Fenwick
Maternal and Child Health and Nirvana Playgroup.

Why is it being built?
> The decision to build a new Children’s Centre was

made because the existing facilities at Bowen Street
are more than 30 years old and in need of upgrades.

> Council decided it was preferable to move the facilities
to a new development rather than upgrade the existing
facilities due to environmental contamination at the
site. As soon as the contamination was discovered,
each service provider adopted an Environmental
Management Plan to prevent contamination being
brought to the surface.

Where will the Centre be located?

> The Centre will be located on the south/east corner
of Phoenix Park, 20-40 Rob Roy Road, Malvern East.
Melways reference 69 D2.

What will the Centre include?

>

Two kindergarten rooms each catering for 25 children,
60 childcare places (an increase from the existing

35 places offered at the May Armstrong Child Care
Centre), two consulting rooms for maternal and child
health and community agencies, a parenting room and

a multi-purpose room for use by playgroups and other
community groups. The facility also features playgrounds,
staff rooms and an underground water tank.

The Centre will provide improved access for people with
disabilities and prams.

The new Centre provides more indoor and outdoor space
than required by legislation.

Will there be adequate parking after the
Centre is built?

>

Council commissioned an independent traffic study to
ensure that adequate parking would be available onsite.

Who was consulted about the development?

>

A community consultation process has taken place over
the past two years including consultation with residents as
part of the statutory planning process.

The committees and staff of the services who will be
using the facility, including May Armstrong Child Care
Centre, Fenwick Kindergarten and Maternal and Child
Health Centre and Nirvana Playgroup. The Department
of Education and Early Childhood Development has also
been consulted.

Construction

When is the Centre being built?

> Council has appointed Devco Project and Construction
Management to undertake the building works.
The works will start in September 2009 and take
approximately 10 months.

What hours will the works take place?

> Construction of the Centre will take place between
7am and 3.30pm predominantly on Monday to Friday
and on some Saturdays.

Will the works be noisy?

> There will be some noise during the works, which is to
be expected with any construction.

Will parking be affected during the
construction?

> The works have been staged to allow new car parks
to be constructed before removing existing parking
onsite.

Will traffic be affected during the
construction?

> There will only be minor disruptions to traffic, which
is to be expected with any construction and there are
currently no planned road closures.

Will there be disruptions to other services
operating at Phoenix Park during the works?

> No. Only the building area will be affected by the
construction works. Access to all Phoenix Park
services will be permitted throughout the works.
