NAPLAN: National Assessment Program: Language and Numeracy
Congratulations to our grade 3 and 5 students who participated in the NAPLAN
testing in May this year for great learning achievements.

In Grade 3:
i Our school mean was above the state mean for reading, spelling, grammar
& punctuation and slightly below in writing and numeracy.
i When we unpacked the data we identified the following areas for improve-
ment
i Writing a story with a clear structure. For example: to include an
introduction, a development of an incident or problem & resolving
the problem.
i Reading, thinking and then answering the maths questions, par-
ticularly in the area of Measurement, Chance and Data
Here is an example of a question that the children needed to
complete.
A box contains 6 red marbles, 10 blue marbles and 4 yellow marbles.
Which colour marble ismpossibleto take from the box?

In Grade 5
i Our school mean was above the state mean in all areas of the test.

Data was the weakest area (even though the grade 5 student achievement

was above the state.)
While there is variation within the i
results give us another source of feedback on each students learning and we use
this information along with other assessment data to make judgements around
what our learning improvement focus will be for next year as a whole school. We
also use this data to plan learning for individual students either to stretch them or
maintain their learning or to fill in areas of need.

English on Line Assessment

The Junior School teachers are currently working individually with each child in
prep to grade 2 conducting the English on Line Assessment. This is a state wide
assessment that all schools are involved in. The information gained through
these assessments will be valuable in individualising the literacy program further
in our junior classes. Feedback from the teachers so far has been very positive
about the information they are gaining about each child.
